With yabbies currently on 

the run in the Riverland, PIRSA 

is receiving reports of  “over-

night bandits” looting the catch 

of  recreational fi shers.

PIRSA senior fi sheries offi cer 

for inland waters, David Grant, 

said the thefts are infuriating law 

abiding people who are leaving 

opera house nets in overnight.

“People get very upset by the 

fact that they have gone to the effort 

to set them up and label them cor-

rectly, and then overnight people 

are coming along and stealing their 

catch,” he said.
“The lifting other people’s pots 

is an offence and (the offenders) 

can get into a lot of  trouble.

“To interfere with a lawful fi sh-

ing activity is a serious offence and 

a $360 fi ne. 
“If  it is a serious enough breach 

they could end up in court and the 

magistrate will decide what the 

punishment will be.”
Mr Grant said people must also 

be cautious when counting and 

assessing their catch.

“The crucial one is a few people 

are not being diligent enough in 

checking for females with eggs,” 

he said.
“It is a very expensive fi ne of  

$560 for taking a protected species, 

which female yabbies with eggs are 

considered.
“Another important thing is 

that when people are taking the 

yabbies, they need to make sure 

they keep a running total.

“They can’t expect to catch 

them, do a count and check for eggs 

when they get to shore.

“That’s not good enough and 

both must be done when the yab-

bies are taken from the pots.
